1. Upcoming Virtual Meetings/Webinars: August/September 2021:

2. General Updates:

A. Census 2020 - Population: SEMCOG distributed released 2020 Census data. Staff needs to fake
a deep dive, but af first blush:

1) The population in the City of Dexter grew from 4,076 in 2010 to 4,500 by 2020. That's a 10.4%
increase, the largest increase in population in the SEMCOG region.

2) The voting age population (Age 18 and up) increased 18.2%, to 3,322 by 2020, compared to
2,809 in the 2010 census.

3) The Child age population also increased from 1,259 in the 2010 Census to 1,178 by the 2020
census; a 6.8% increase.

B. 3045 Broad Street Redevelopment Project

1) The DDA is scheduled to discuss the status of the 3045 Broad Street Redevelopment project
at its August 19th meeting. Staff and/or the Mayor will provide a verbal update the night of
the Council meeting.

2) At the request of DDA Board Member, Mike Penn, the Mayor, City Manager and staff met
with and representatives of the Contour Companies, including the Companies Vice
President, David Dedvukaj, Luke Bonner, President, Bonner Advisory Group, and Tom Gritter,
Founder and Managing Partner, Gritter Real Estate Services, on Monday, August 16M. Mr.
Dedvukaj expressed his interest in purchasing the property. After the meeting, Mr. Bonner
emailed a letter of interest, which accompanies this report.

C. Scio Master Plan - Accompanying this report you will find correspondence from Doug Lewan,
Community Planner for Scio Township. In his letter, Mr. Lewan identifies the revisions the Township
Planning Commission is making to the draft Master Plan, based on the feedback provided
during the previously reported July 20t meeting, between City and Township officials.

3. On-going Projects (Not Updated Since Last Report):
A. Planning Commission:

1) Care2Cure Final Combine Site Plan - The Planning Commission recommended conditional
approval of the revised site plan for 7390 Dexter Ann Arbor Road to city council. Staff
anficipates this project will be on Council's agenda, for the first meeting in September.
(August 2021)

2) Millennium Place Final PUD Site Plan - The Planning recommended conditional approval of
the Final PUD Site Plan, for a 3-story, 23-unit urban residential condominium development, to
City Council. Staff anticipates this project will be on a Council agenda in October. (August
2021)

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The Encore Musical Theatre — Staff anticipates The Encore Musical Theatre (7714 Ann Arbor St)
will be requesting an amendment to its approved conditional rezoning site plan and conditional
rezoning agreement. Dan Cooney, Managing Director of the Theatre would like to eliminate
exterior improvements to the main entrance and patio. (August 2021)

Grandview Commons — The Developer, AR Brouwer has submitted applications for an
Amendment fo the Approved Final PUD Site Plan and an Amendment to the Approved
Condominium Documents for Grandview Commons. The PUD amendment proposes major
changes fo improve access from the driveway to the entrance of Building 17, for units 75 & 76,
including a sidewalk, a patio and retaining wall, along with a minor building elevation change
for a walkout basement for unit 75. The Condominium Document amendment is required to
expand the Grandview Condominium to add Phase lll, which is phase for which building 17 is
planned. (August 2021)

IBA Update: The Zoning Board of Appeals considered two variances for property at 3134 Baker
Road. The applicant and property owner, Cassandra Provenzola (owner of Proven Kitchens
3219 Broad St), requested two variances in order fo construct a breezeway between an existing
non-conforming detached garage and an existing single-family dwelling. The requests were for
a 0.7-foot variance from the 5-foot minimum side yard setback and an 8.4-foot variance from
the 10-foot minimum rear yard setback, both of which were required by Article 20 of the City of
Dexter Zoning Ordinance.

The Board considered the request in accordance with the criteria in Section 24.06(A) of the
Zoning Ordinance, found that the request complied with all the criteria, and granted the
variances. (August 2021)

Plug-in Electric Vehicles - Staff received an inquiry from a commercial property owner in the
downtown regarding the process for obtaining approval for plug-in electric vehicle stations.
Electric vehicles stations, whether for residential or commercial use, are not currently listed as a
use in the zoning ordinance. Utilizing SEMCOG:s Electric Vehicle Resource Kit and Planning Hub
staff is developing a presentation for the Planning Commission, including an outline for a new
Ordinance. (August 2021)

Street Tree Planting Bid — A request for bid was posted on August 3, 2021, with bids due by noon
on August 30, 2021. Staff will review the bids and provide Council and the Parks Commission a
summary and recommendation, at their September meetings. (July 2021)

Resident Cost-Share Street Tree Planting - The application period for submitting an application to
participate in the Resident Cost-Share Street Tree Planting program is now open. Resident pay
$150 toward the new tree and the city is responsible for the balance. In most instances, the cost
is equally shared. The application period will remain open through the end of August. Fall street
tree planting will take place in September or October, depending on the weather. There is a
limited selection/inventor for this fall’s planting season. Trees are first come, first served. If we run
out of inventory, an applicant will be placed on a list for the spring 2022 planting. Starfing in
2022, a new application will be posted on the city’'s website and will include a list of trees
available for the next two fiscal years (2022 and 2023). (July 2021)

Barrier Free Parking Space Request - A resident at 150 Jeffords has requested the placement of
at least one barrier free parking space in line with the entrance to the 150 Jeffords building. At
staff's request, the city engineer has provided location options and cost estimate for providing
the requested public improvement. The information will be provided to the DDA, at its August
meeting. (July 2021)

County Health Department - At the July 7t Urban County Meeting, the County Health
Department provided an update on the COVID cases and vaccination rates in the County. A
copy of the presentation accompanies this report.

COVID cases confinue fo decline in the County. As of 10:00 am on July 7, 2021 there were 5
confirmed cases, 1 hospitalization, and 0 deaths reported in the last 24 hours.

Sounds simple enough, form vs use, but in reality, learning the FBC is much like learning a
new language. It requires a lot of study and patience.

Minock (CWA). It will provide a befter understanding of the terminology. hierarchy and
navigation of the Form-Based District.

Lot Area and Lot Width. There are 341 existing parcels that constitute the “old village” area
and of those 341 parcels:

o There are 39 parcels potentially eligible for division if the current minimum lot area
of 7,800 sq. ft. and minimum lot width of 60 ft. regulations are maintained.

o There are 78 parcels potentially eligible for land division, if the minimum lot area is
reduced to 4,950 sqg. ft. and the minimum lof width is reduced fo 49.5 ft.

e There are 125 parcels potential eligible for land division if the minimum lot area is
reduced to 9,000 sqg. ft. and the minimum lot width is reduced to 45 ft.

As the lot area and width are reduced, the number of parcels potentially eligible for a
land division increases. While no final decision has been made, the Planning Commission
was amenable to the idea, but recognized there are factors to consider, as such:

e Llofsin the old vilage were originally platted to be 99-feet wide (road frontage) x 198
feet (deep), for a total lot area of 19,602 sq. ft. Over time, lots have been divided in
a variety of ways, resulting in a variety of sizes.

e The impact on infrastructure (i.e., public utilities and roads), character of the
neighborhood, etc.

e Alleys are not considered roads and therefore, lots are not permitted to be divided in
a manner in which the new parcel would have alley frontage and not road frontage.
Thus, a land division must be perpendicular to the road, not parallel (as shown in
graphic on the next page, unless the parcel was a corner lot. (June 2021)

Washtenaw County Economic Outlook/RSQE Forecast. The Economic Outlook for
Washtenaw County in 2021-2023 was presented/released by the UM Research Seminar in
Quantitative Economics (RSQE), last week. The Washtenaw County economy has recovered
substantial ground from losses suffered last year, due to the COVID-19 recession. The
unemployment rate is forecast to decline to 2.7% in 2023, which is 0.2 percentage poinfs
lower than its level in 2019. The two biggest reasons are 1) the rapid improvement in the
public health situation, and 2) the aggressive economic policy response to the recession
(i.e., $900 billion fiscal relief package passed by Congress in December 2020 and $1.9 trillion
American Rescue Plan passed in March 2021).

RE: Master Plan Issues from meeting with City of Dexter

On July 20, 2021, Scio Township officials including myself met with officials of the City of Dexter to
discuss our Master Plan and possible impacts of our planning activities on the City. Much of the

discussion was centered around the new Gateway Subarea. We had a good exchange of ideas between

the two communities. The following four items were the areas where most of the discussion was
concentrated on. | have summarized those areas and how they might be addressed in the Scio
Township Master Plan.

The Scio Township Planning Commission discussed these comments at their regular commission meeting
on August 9, 2021. Following each section is a description of the Scio Township Planning Commission’s

response.

1. Traffic concerns between the two communities.

There was concern about the impacts to traffic within the City due to new developments in the
Township. The following goal regarding “transportation” is found in page 26 of the current draft
of the Master Plan. We propose the underlined text to help address the concerns of the City

and to help promote the consideration of impacts beyond the borders of Scio Township:

Goal 2 (page 26) Evaluate the impact of traffic generated by new or expanded development,

including extractive uses. Work toward improvements and safety in the road system including

compatibility with existing and planned land uses. It is understood that the impact of traffic

does not recognize municipal divisions. Traffic impacts for new developments should be

evaluated and considered for the adjacent road system both within the Township and outside of

the Township with respect to adjacent communities. Coordination between adjacent
communities should be considered where significant impacts are identified.

Goal 3 (page 26) — Coordinate transportation improvements with the Washtenaw County Road
Commission, Washtenaw Area Transportation Study, State agencies, and adjacent communities

in a collaborative way.

Planning Commission response: Agree with the proposed changes.

The importance of making coordinated trails and pathways connections between the two
communities was discussed.

Page 134 of the draft Master Plan discusses “Trails and Greenways.” Existing language and
maps indicate pedestrian connectivity between the City of Dexter and Scio Township,
particularly in Figure 15 on page 135 of the plan. To help clarify this connection between
adjacent communities we offer the following new paragraph to be added at the bottom of page
134. Trails and pathways that provide both non-motorized and recreational options and
opportunities for residents withing Scio Township are depicted on the Trails and Pathways plan
shown in Figure 15 of this plan. Equally important to these internal Scio Township trails and
path connections are those that link Scio Township to our neighboring communities. Examples
of these interconnections to adjacent communities are the Border-to-Border Trail in the
northern part of the Township, the Mill Creek Trail complex along the western edge of the
Township, and other planned connections to adjacent communities depicted in Figure 15.
When development opportunities arise, it is important to make sure these connections are
considered and coordinated with adjacent municipalities.

Planning Commission response: Agree with the proposed changes.

3. Consider revisions to the “Gateway Subarea” to accomplish the following:

Give greater consideration to public transportation.

Page 68 Item #5 of the current Master Plan draft recommends “Public transportation along
Baker Road” should be provided. This is existing language in the subarea, and | believe it
addresses this concern. No changes are proposed.

Eliminate the text that would allow commercial land uses within the Gateway subarea. We
already eliminated this reference in the full subarea description but missed it in the brief
description of the subarea on page 61. This description will be deleted.

Planning Commission response: Agree with the proposed changes.

4, Consideration of adding Dexter Chelsea Road to the Gateway subarea.

The discussion on this item centered on this short roadway segment also being a “gateway” into
the City of Dexter. This short segment of Dexter Chelsea Road is currently planned
office/industrial and zoned with multiple districts including A-1, R-1, MR-1, C-2, C-4, and I-1.
Based on the zoning, this is in a way already a mixed-use district. Including it in the Gateway
subarea seems to make some sense, but it would have to be written a little differently than the
Baker Road segment. The lack of sewer service to this area limits any intensive use of the
properties along this corridor as long as they are found with Scio Township.

Planning Commission response: The Planning Commission believes that this area is very
different from the “gateway” area of Baker Road, due in part to the existing development of
the segment, and the multitude of zoning designations in such a short distance. This segment

should be considered in the future for a change but at this time the Commission would like it
to stay as planned (Office Industrial).
